We are very pleased to report that on February 11, 2010, Assistant Secretary Cathy Zoi signed a Memorandum of Decision granting nationwide categorical waivers under section 1605 of the Recovery Act (the Buy American Provisions) for the following items:
 
1)      Fluorescent electronic lighting ballasts
2)      LED traffic lights and signals
3)      CFL's (with a few exceptions described in the waiver) 
 
These categorical waivers go into effect immediately and apply to all Recovery Act projects funded through EERE. This represents major progress on the Buy American issue and should be very helpful to all EERE grantees. 
 
The waiver notice will be published on the Buy American webpage later today as well as in the Federal Register within a week or two.
