What if the ground beneath you started shaking very violently, to the point that buildings started falling, cars crashing, light poles falling-----what would you do?  Are you prepared for this type of disaster?


Extension professionals, the American Red Cross and other partners are preparing to host the 3rd Disaster Preparedness Conference.  This year it will be held on August 30th and 31st at the First Baptist Church in Paducah, Kentucky.





Two full days of educational programs are scheduled during the conference.  Two tracks will offer training specifically to Businesses and Government operations; referred to as the BCOP and the COOP.  Speakers from around the country will be on hand to talk about their experiences during disasters and also how you should prepare.  General John Heltzel of the Kentucky Emergency Management will be the keynote speaker the first day of the conference.  He will talk about Kentucky EMA and how they dealt with their recent disasters of flooding, ice storms and tornadoes.  Steve Wiley of the Fairfax County Urban Search and Rescue Team (Virginia Task Force 1) has served on the team since its inception in 1989; serving as rescue specialist, being deployed to the Oklahoma City bombing, 1999 Earthquake in Taiwan, the attack of the Pentagon in 2001 and the Haiti earthquake in 2010.





Many other sessions will be offered covering a variety of topics—communications, transportation, issues, sheltering in place, community programs to help prepare for a disaster, preparing your pets….are only some of the sessions in which you can choose.





The cost of the two day conference is only $25.00 and covers lunch for both days. Health Information Exchange of Southern Illinois has submitted its’ plan to the Illinois Department of Healthcare and Family Services for approval.





SIONI – (Southern Illinois Online Nursing Initiative) has received a new DCEO grant in the amount of $386,906.  The grant will enable $250,000 in simulation equipment to be purchased.





Senior NETWISE is still under development. The program is designed to be taken into Senior Citizens Facilities and offer sessions on “Internet Safety Training for Seniors”. We hope to have the program ready to present by late fall.  More information will be made available thru our newsletter.

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The City of Olney received a $350,000 CDAP grant in 2008 to replace a sewer lift station.  The project is under construction.





Dundas West Liberty received a $100,000 design grant in 2009.

















GWRPC was awarded $326,204.00 for the new Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant Program through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009.  The funds are to be used in our seven counties for Energy Efficiency Projects.  In May, GWRPC received 24 applications.  The applications are under review by the Department of Energy and the grants awards will be officially announced sometime in the coming weeks.  




















September 1st, 2010– Illinois DNR Boat Access Area Development Grants Due– BAAD grants provide assistance to local governments for the acquisition, construction, and/or development of public boat and canoe access areas on Illinois lakes and rivers.  The program provides up to 100% of construction costs and 90% of approved land acquisition costs.  Grant limited to $200,000.  Examples of eligible projects include: water frontage land acquisition for public access areas, boat ramps, courtesy docks, restrooms and security lighting, parking areas, access roads, walkways, other boating facilities.





December 15, 2010- Safe Routes to School Projects Due Date- The Illinois Safe Routes To School (SRTS) Program supports projects and programs that enable and encourage walking and bicycling to and from school. The program applies to schools Kindergarten through 8th grade. 





January 2011– CDAP Housing Rehabilitation Grants Due-Local government can apply for up to $350,000 to help provide safe and sanitary living conditions for low-to-moderate income residents.  Grant funds are used to upgrade the existing housing stock in the community.





February 2011- CDAP Public Facilities Construction- Local governments can apply for up to $350,000 for construction of water, sewer or storm sewer projects. 





February 2011- Delta Regional Authority Grants Due- White County Only- 





March 1, 2011- Illinois DNR Bicycle Path Program-The Illinois Bicycle Path Grant Program was created in 1990 to financially assist eligible units of government acquire, construct, and rehabilitate public, non-motorized bicycle paths and directly related support facilities.  These grants are for 50% of the project up to $200,000.





May 2011– CDAP Design Engineering Grants Due-Local governments can apply for up to $100,000 for design engineering activities.  Funds may be used for final design engineering plans for new or expanding water or sewer projects. (Water tower design projects are ineligible).  Income Surveys Due March 2011.





May 2011– FEMA- Assistance to Firefighters– Grant to help fire departments obtain critically needed equipment, protective gear, emergency vehicles, training and other resources needed to protect the public.





July 1, 2011- Illinois Department of Natural Resources OSLAD Grants– Open Space Land Acquisition and Development assists local government agencies in acquiring or developing public parks or open spaces.  Funding assistance up to 50% of the project costs.  Grant awards up to $750,000 for land acquisition and $400,000 for development projects. Examples of eligible projects include: picnic and playground facilities, outdoor nature facilities, sports courts and play fields, swimming pools and beaches, campgrounds and fishing piers, winter sports facilities, park roads and paths, parking and restrooms. 





Open Grant- MARS- The grants are through the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity to rehabilitate and retrofit properties for occupancy by persons with physical impairments.  Local governments may request grant funds up to $100,000.  





Open Grant- CDAP Economic Development- Local governments can apply for up to $750,000 in grant funds for infrastructure to assist a business in locating in an area that needs infrastructure.  There is also a loan component in which businesses can apply for loan funds.





Open Grant- Economic Development Administration- grant funds available (50/50 match) that will promote comprehensive, entrepreneurial and innovation-based economic development efforts to enhance the competitiveness of regions, resulting in increased private investment and higher-skill, higher-wage jobs.





Open Grant- USDA/RD Community Facilities- Grant funds may be used to assist in the development of essential community facilities.  Grant funds can be used to construct, enlarge, or improve community facilities for health care, public safety, and community and public services.  This can include the purchase of equipment required for a facility's operation.  Matching grant not to exceed $30,000.


Open Grant- USDA/RD RBEG- Rural Business Enterprise Grant- provides grants for rural projects that finance and facilitate development of small and emerging rural businesses help fund business incubators, and help fund employment related adult education programs.   There is no required maximum level of grant funding. However, smaller projects are given higher priority. Generally grants range $10,000 up to $500,000


Open Grant- FEMA/IEMA- Hazard Mitigation Grant Program- The Illinois Emergency Management Agency administers the HMGP and makes grants available to state and local governments as well as eligible private, non-profit organizations to implement cost-effective and long-term mitigation measures following a major disaster declaration.   75% federal grant funding.  Only eligible for Counties in the NFIP with a PreDisaster Mitigation Plan.
